To students taking AP exams and their parents:

In January students were given the Bulletin for AP Students and Parents for 2009-2010 published by the CollegeBoard. All AP students are required to read this material.  The bulletin outlines all the information that you need to know about the AP exams, including the student checklist, preparation for exam day and the 2010 AP exam schedule located on the back flap of the bulletin.  These times are non-negotiable.  Due to the large number of students taking AP exams this year, we are requiring a registration form and payment to be completed and turned in to Miss Mills by Friday, January 29th.   This registration form requires the student’s and parent’s signatures.
The cost of each AP exam is $86.00.  Checks are to be made payable to Covenant Day School with “AP EXAMS” in the memo.  Please submit payment to me by January 29th.  If you have any other questions in regard to the AP exams, reference the Bulletin for AP Students and Parents. The guidance page of the ENEWS may also be helpful to you.   www.collegeboard.com/apcentral is the site for all AP information.  You can find an electronic copy of the bulletin there as well. 

We are having a pre-administrative session on Wednesday, April 21st at 9:20 in the gym that is required for all students taking one or more of the AP exams. This pre-administrative session will last approximately 45 minutes and is mandatory for all students taking an AP exam.  Students, plan now to attend this pre-administrative session.  Please bring your registration form and payment to Miss Mills by Friday, January 29th.  A registration form is attached to this letter.
 *All students should arrive 15 minutes prior to the exam start time. No cell phones are permitted in any of the testing rooms.  You may leave them in your car or the office.*
All CDS high school students enrolled in an AP course(s) are required to sit for the AP exam(s).  These exams replace usual end of the year exams in those courses.  AP Grade Reports are mailed in July to students, colleges the student designated on their registration answer sheet when they take their exam and Covenant Day School.  If a student chooses to withhold an AP exam result, he/she must submit the request with payment directly to the CollegeBoard by June 15th.  Please note that the CollegeBoard charges additional fees for all requests and reports.
